Gratitude – “Gratitude’s Nemesis:
The Grumble”

Scripture: Exodus 16:2-8; Numbers 11:1-2 (NIV)

Synopsis: In life, we face two opposing forces that are always at odds with one another: Gratitude vs. Grumbling.  In the end, one will win.  With God’s help, grumbling can be defeated.


What I know about grumbling:

I.  Grumbling is ________________________.

Exodus 16:2-3 – In the desert the whole community grumbled against Moses and Aaron. The Israelites said to them, “If only we had died by the Lord’s hand in Egypt! There we sat around pots of meat and ate all the food we wanted, but you have brought us out into this desert to starve this entire assembly to death.”

When we grumble, others will join in.

Grumbling is based on short memories.

Psalm 28:7 – The Lord is my strength and my shield; my heart trusts in him, and he helps me. My heart leaps for joy, and with my song I praise him.


II.  Grumbling hurts _____________________.

Exodus 16:4-8 – Then the Lord said to Moses, “I will rain down bread from heaven for you. The people are to go out each day and gather enough for that day. In this way I will test them and see whether they will follow my instructions. On the sixth day they are to prepare what they bring in, and that is to be twice as much as they gather on the other days.” So Moses and Aaron said to all the Israelites, “In the evening you will know that it was the Lord who brought you out of Egypt, and in the morning you will see the glory of the Lord, because he has heard your grumbling against him. Who are we, that you should grumble against us?” Moses also said, “You will know that it was the Lord when he gives you meat to eat in the evening and all the bread you want in the morning, because he has heard your grumbling against him. Who are we? You are not grumbling against us, but against the Lord.”

When you grumble, anyone can become a target of your wrath.

James 5:9 – Don’t grumble against one another, brothers and sisters, or you will be judged. The Judge is standing at the door!

Even when you grumble, God is still at work.


III.  Grumbling angers ____________________.

Numbers 11:1-2 – Now the people complained about their hardships in the hearing of the Lord, and when he heard them his anger was aroused. Then fire from the Lord burned among them and consumed some of the outskirts of the camp. When the people cried out to Moses, he prayed to the Lord and the fire died down.

When you grumble, you unleash God’s anger.

Nahum 1:2 – The Lord is a jealous and avenging God; the Lord takes vengeance and is filled with wrath. The Lord takes vengeance on his foes and vents his wrath against his enemies.

Grumbling is sign that you do not trust God.

Philippians 2:14 – Do everything without grumbling or arguing,

Who will win the battle for your heart?  Grumbling or Gratitude?
